The trail starts and ends in the village of Katundi i Vjetér. Walking on this trail is beautiful and
relatively easy. It passes through a dense chestnut forest and various landscapes. It is a path
where most of it is still used today for chestnut harvesting in the autumn season. Along the trail,
you may encounter shepherds with their small flocks.

The trail offers a beautiful view of the village at sunrise. It has corridors covered with trees and a
dense forest where you find strong shade every sunny day.
The forest consists of both young and old chestnut trees, where harvesting has been practiced by
the locals for a long time. Autumn is recommended as the most suitable season for hiking this
trail. The combination of autumn colors and the ritual of chestnut gathering make this trail quite
unique.

Cultural points of interest include the ruins of the Church of St. Nicholas. It dates back early in
numerous documents, mentioned as S. Nicolo di Bulgri. It is located on a hill from where the
village can be seen. The village with the meaningful name "Katundi i Vjetér" is one of the early
villages of Mirdita. It is mentioned in the Ottoman register of 1467, as part of the Vilayet of
Dhimitér Jonima (which included the region from Lezha to Rubik) and was divided into two
neighborhoods: Mataris (Matrizé) and Fiko (Qafé-Fiku). In this period, the churches of St.
George and St. Nicholas also appear in documents.



The Church of St. Nicholas is
mentioned in several relations
from the XVII-XVIII centuries.
According to documents, it has
been burned several times but
was restored while preserving
the old structure. The
construction of the church,
according to researchers, dates
back to the 15th century,
contemporary with several other
churches in the area. It is close to
the parish house and not far from
the village.

It is built with stones and has two closed doors. Inside,
there is an altar with icons of Our Lady of the Rosary
and St. Nicholas. Natural points of interest include the

F 2 » chestnut forest and the mountain summit, offering a 360-
degree view untll it reaches the Adriatic Sea. Vela Mountain is also gracefully outlined
throughout the entire trail. It is an itinerary for hiking and nature enthusiasts.
